I understand my surroundings and engage with the world through imagery. My preoccupation with memories, personal interactions, and elements of the natural world, combined with clay’s tactile temperament, has fueled my desire to create narrative pieces for the past twenty years.  I connect to the earth beneath my feet and the materials in my hands as ideas take shape in my studio.  I investigate relationships within environments: natural and constructed, human and animal, tangible and fleeting.  In my work, rabbits and other animals are metaphors for human beings, exposing vulnerabilities and tendencies through the gesture of ears, hands and bodies.

I address the natural world in my work because I am fascinated by our relationship with nature and other creatures.  As humans, we love to go into nature, forgetting that we are indeed part of the package.  We choose which plants and animals are pests and which are to be cherished—endowing the chosen species with human attributes. Our interactions with wild things are filled with contradictory emotions of fear and delight and our desire to personify all that we encounter.  Through groups of hybrid creatures, I hope to examine that complicated space between wild and cultivated, human and animal, and childhood memories and adult realities.
