Having grown up with grizzly bears, mountain lions, fast moving rivers and absolute freedom to roam, I have never felt fearful in nature.  It is humbling to know that the force of nature perhaps most likely to sever my experience on earth is so small and so beautiful.  

Sterling silver, copper, bronze, brass, and other materials allow me to work with a precision and at a scale that clay cannot accomplish.  The precious nature of metal, fur, and felt, provide rich textures and beauty at an intimate scale.
